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Udaan, Jiomart led India's B2B e-com
market to reach $100 bn by 2030

Bengaluru, Aug 31
(IANS) India's B2B e-com-
merce market, led by players
like Udaan and Jiomart, will
reach $90-100 billion in
gross merchandise value
(GMV) by 2030, a report
showed on Wednesday.

It is further projected
that the B2B general trade
opportunity in India will
reach $1.2 trillion by 2030,
with eB2B coming up as a
promising digital procure-
ment solution, according to
areport by Redseer Strategy
Consultants.

At 84 per cent, India
holds the largest share in
general trade when com-
pared to developed nations,
including the US and the UK.

It is the unorganised
general trade channel thatis
driving India's retail market
and will continue to grow,
doubling in size from $0.7

trillion to $1.4 trillion in the
same time-frame.

"While manufacturers
have limited competitive
threat, the eB2B channel is
also helping retailers and
brands solve multiple prob-
lems in their day-to-day
business," said Mrigank
Gutgutia, Partner at Redseer.

India's eB2B market has
scope for multiple models
but, multi-category play
with wide category cover-
age and national coverageis
likely to win, he added.

B2B platforms have
been able to effectively re-
solve some of the pressing
pain points, such as higher
prices, no credit option, un-
timely delivery, and low
quality of products, among
others.

The report said that
eB2B has already captured a
fair wallet share of the

offline market, and retailers
are confidentabout increas-
ing their spending soon.

The report further sug-
gests that approximately 50
per cent of the non-users
are willing to shift to eB2B
platforms in the coming
year.

In order to access
underserved  markets,
brands are turning increas-
ingly to eB2B, either as an
addition to their current dis-
tribution network oras are-
placement for ineffective
traditional distributors.

"The future will see a
shift from unorganised
trade to organised digital
trade while rallying for
emerging brands to scale in
India, making eB2B a de-
facto channel for brand
marketing and ad spend,”
said the report.--IANS

Twitter planned to make money via
monetising porn on its platform

New Delhi, Aug 31
(IANS) Twitter reportedly
planned to monetise adult
content on its platform this
year, by allowing adult cre-
ators to sell subscriptions on
the micro-blogging plat-
form, and become profit-
able in a jiffy.

According to The Verge,
Twitter was set to become a
competitor to adult creator
website OnlyFans by allow-
ing adult creators to use its
platform in the spring of
2022.

Some adult creators still
reportedly rely onTwitter as
a means to advertise their
OnlyFans accounts, as post-
ing porn doesn't violate its
guidelines.However, an 84-
employee "Red Team" dis-
covered that Twitter cannot
detect child sexual abuse
material (CSAM) at scale if it
allows adult content to
stream via its platform.

Twitter also lacked tools

to verify that creators and
consumers of adult content
were above the age of 18.
The discovery by the
Red Team actually derailed
the project at Twitter.
"Twitter cannot accu-
rately detect child sexual

exploitation and non-con-
sensual nudity at scale," the
Red Team found.

As a result, in May, after
Tesla CEO Elon Musk an-
nounced to buy Twitter for
$44 billion, the company
delayed the project indefi-
nitely, the report mentioned
late on Tuesday."Allowing
creators to begin putting
their content behind a

paywall would mean that
even more illegal material
would make its way to Twit-
ter -- and more of it would
slip out of view. Twitter had
few effective tools available
to find it," the report noted.
Twitter's yearly revenue
is nearly $5 billion, a tiny
amount compared to a
company like Google,which
earned $257 billion in rev-
enue last year.Google and
Meta have more sophisti-
cated technology to iden-
tify CSAM, and still these
systems are not full-proof.
"Twitter has zero toler-
ance for child sexual exploi-
tation.We aggressively fight
online child sexual abuse
and have invested signifi-
cantly in technology and
tools to enforce our policy,”
according to Twitter which
is fighting a legal battle with
Musk after he terminated
the $44 billion takeover deal
over the presence of bots.

ers of open source in the world.

Last year, Google saw a 650 per cent year-over-
year increase in attacks targeting the open source
supply chain.

With the addition of Google's own vulnerability
reward programme (VRP), researchers can now be
rewarded for finding bugs that could potentially
