JPMorgan sees oil prices staying in

low $100s despite Hormuz reopening

New Delhi, May 12 (IANS) Global crude oil pric-
es are likely to remain in the low $100s per barrel
mark for an extended period due to persistent sup-
ply disruptions and logistical bottlenecks linked to
tensions in West Asia, according to a report by JP-
Morgan Chase &amp; Co.

According to the investment bank's revised as-
sessment, oil prices are expected to remain in the
low-$100s range for most of the year, even if the
Strait of Hormuz resumes normal operations in the
coming weeks.

According to the report, disruptions in shipping,
refinery operations and tanker availability are ex-
pected to continue weighing on global energy sup-
ply chains, preventing a quick correction in prices.

The global brokerage has projected that Brent
crude could average around $97 per barrel in 2026,
suggesting that energy markets may continue to face
tight supply conditions over the medium term.

The report further noted that reopening of the
Strait alone would not immediately stabilise the mar-
ket, as logistical challenges across the broader oll
transport network are likely to persist for months.

Meanwhile, oil prices surged again on Tuesday,
with international benchmark Brent crude trading
above $105 per barrel, up about 1 per cent, after
US President Donald Trump criticised Iran’s re-
sponse to Washington’s peace proposal, raising
fresh concerns over regional stability and its impact
on global oil flows.

Gold and silver prices gain up to 1 pc

as geopolitical concerns intensify

Mumbai, May 12 (IANS) Gold and silver prices
traded higher on Tuesday, with both precious met-
als witnessing gains of up to 1 per cent amid rising
global uncertainty.

On the Multi Commodity Exchange (MCX), gold
futures (June 5) opened at Rs 1,53,999 per 10
grams, up Rs 336 or 0.22 per cent from the previ-
ous close of Rs 1,53,663.

At around 10:25 am, gold was trading at Rs
1,53,808, higher by Rs 145 or 0.09 per cent. The
yellow metal touched an intraday high of Rs
1,54,243, up Rs 580 or 0.37 per cent, while the in-
traday low stood at Rs 1,53,771, higher by Rs 108
or 0.07 per cent.

On the other
hand, silver fu-
tures (July 3)
opened at Rs
2,80,229 per kg
on MCX, rising
Rs 1,988 or 0.70
per cent from the
previous close of
Rs 2,78,311.The white metal touched an intraday
high of Rs 2,82,755, up Rs 4,444 or 1.6 per cent. It
also touched an intraday low of Rs 2,79,244, higher
by Rs 933 or 0.33 per cent.According to commodity
market experts, precious metals’ near-term bias re-
mains cautiously bullish amid ongoing geopolitical
tensions.The experts added that immediate resis-
tance for gold stands in the Rs 1,54,750-Rs 1,55,000
range, and a sustained move above this level could
extend te rally towards Rs 1,55,500-Rs
1,56,000.“On the downside, Rs 1,53,000 acts as im-
mediate support, while a failure to hold above this
level could drag prices back into the Rs 1,51,500—
Rs 1,53,500 consolidation zone,” they said.

For silver, immediate resistance stands at Rs
284,000-Rs 2,85,000, and a sustained move above
this level could extend the rally towards Rs 2,87,000,
with a possible test of Rs 2,90,000 if bullish mo-
mentum persists, they added.

Google Search fuces outage, users
report 500 Internal Server Error

New Delhi, May 12 (IANS) US-based tech giant
Alphabet Inc's Google Search experienced a global
outage on Tuesday morning, with users in India, the
US and several other regions reporting difficulties
accessing the platform. Many users attempting to
use the search engine were shown a message say-
ing, “We are sorry, but it appears that there has been
an internal server error while processing your re-
quest. Our engineers have been notified and are
working to resolve
the issue. Please
try again later.”

The disruption
triggered a surge
in user complaints
across online out-
age-tracking plat-
forms and social
media, with hundreds of reports emerging from In-
dia alone within a short span of time.Moreover, the
issue was identified as a '500 Internal Server Error’,
which generally indicates a server-side problem rath-
er than an issue with users’ devices or internet
connections.The error typically occurs when com-
munication between a user’s browser and the com-
pany’s servers is interrupted due to technical prob-
lems in the backend infrastructure.In addition, sev-
eral users said they were unable to perform search-
es or access results intermittently during the outage
period.Earlier, several technology platforms, includ-
ing Al services, also experienced outages.

Google, Apple bring end-to-end

encryption to RCS messaging

New Delhi, May 12 (IANS) US-based tech gi-
ants Google and Apple have announced that end-
to-end encrypted Rich Communication Services
(RCS) messaging is beginning to roll out in beta for
iPhone and Android users, marking a major step
towards improving privacy in cross-platform mes-
saging.

The iPhone maker said it partnered with Google
as part of a wider industry initiative to bring end-to-
end encryption support to RCS, the messaging stan-
dard designed to replace traditional SMS.

According to Apple, the feature is now available
in beta for iPhone users running iOS 26.5 with sup-
ported carriers, as well as Android users using the
latest version of Google Messages.

With end-to-end encryption enabled, messages
exchanged through RCS cannot be accessed or
read while being transmitted between devices, en-
suring greater privacy and security for users.

Apple said users will be able to identify encrypt-
ed conversations through a new lock icon displayed
within RCS chats.

Moreover, the feature will be enabled by default
and gradually activated for both new and existing
conversations.

Meanwhile, Alphabet Inc.-backed Google said its
Messages platform has supported end-to-end en-
crypted communication betweenAndroid devices for
several years, and the company has now expanded
those protections to cross-platform RCS
conversations.In addition, Apple noted that iMessage
was designed with privacy at its core and has al-
ways supported end-to-end encryption.

It added that iMessage continues to remain the

most secure and seamless way for users to com-
\@nicate within the Apple ecosystem. /
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
